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In addition to voling on importent roll calls as above
indicated, Senator Sntherland hes rendered 2a3sintancs to mpasures
favored by labor by speech on tha floor and in the commitieaez in
many instances,

Ho apoke in favor of the emerndment of 1910 to the Employ-
ora' Lizbility Law, and nroposed an smendment to the Alesks Reil-
road Bill to provide for the smployces who might be injursd in the
work for the government; wam Joint author of the constitutionsl am-
endment nroviding for the alection of Senators by direct vota; unrged
the passage of tho D11l creating the Children's Buresan; spoke for the
Elght Hour Law: favored a full inveatigetion of the IHMnera' 3trike in
7ot Virginia, and vigorously denoumnced the denial of justloe to tha
yorkmen; defendcd the Commigasion on Indu=sirial Relntionz and favored
an adegqnate approprietion for that body;: spoke ian favor of ereating
the Bureau of !lines and asddlitional mine safety atationa: defended
the constitutionallity of the ohild labor bill; and secured the adep-
tion of a resclution acoepting the invitation from foreign countries
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that the United States partiolpate Iin the Congroess on Socisl
Insuranog.,

Jenator Sutherland haa besn oppoaad to the exemption of
labor aniona from the Antidtrust laws, and spcoke against amend-
ment2 to asppropriastion bille looking to that end,

Ha waa Chalrmaen of the Federal Commlission on Employers’
Tiability spd Jorlmen's Compensation, and has champloned the work-
men's compensation bill affecting the employass of interstats rajl-
roads and expreas companies. He alse apoke in favor of extending
the compensation act for government employees to the forealtry ser-
vice and tho burean of mines, and haa geoured a favorable report
on his bill providing oompangation for Injumies to all givil em-
ployeans of the United Statea, the report atafing that the messurs
is aa goneroua in amounts ss any of the exlating lavwm in the United
Statea or foreign countries.

Ho was exceptlonally active in behalf of tha Secamen's
B1li which liberated seamen from a oondition olosely akin to sla-
very and ilmproved thelr working conditions and asaured greater
gafaty to the traveling publio. He aapiated in drafting that
groat mesaure, ond defendod it on the floor of the Senata,
